Every year around 1 billion Valentine cards are sent across. 
After Christmas it’s a single largest seasonal card-sending 
occasion. 

Teachers receive the most Valentine's Day cards, followed by 
children, mothers, wives, and then, sweethearts. Children 
between ages 6 to 10 exchange more than 650 million Valentine's              
cards with teachers, classmates, and family members. 

The red rose was the favorite flower of Venus, the Roman 
goddess of love. The color red stands for strong romantic  
feelings, making the red rose the flower of love. 

Cupid is a symbol of Valentine’s Day because he was the son 
of Venus, the Roman god of love and beauty. Cupid often                               
appears on Valentine cards holding a bow and arrows as he 
is believed to use magical arrows to arouse feelings of love. 

Verona, the Italian city where Romeo and Juliet, the lovers 
in Shakespeare's play lived, receives about 1,000 letters 
every year sent to Juliet on Valentine's Day.

Quincy Jones (1933-) 

has won 27 Grammys out 

of a record 79 nomina-

tions. In 1968, Jones and 

Bob Russell were the first 

African-Americans nomi-

nated for an Oscar, for 

"Best Original Song" . 

George Washington 

Carver (1864 - 1943) 

who made agricultural 

advancements & inven-

tions for the use of pea-

nuts & Percy Julian, 

who helped create drugs 

to combat glaucoma, were 

the first African-

Americans admitted into 

the National Inventors 

Hall of Fame in 1990.

As of now, we have not received 

any instruction booklets.  If you 

need those instructions, or tax 

forms not found in the lobby, 

please ask library staff, and we 

will be happy to print them out 

for you.  Or you can visit 

www.irs.gov (Forms & Publica-

tions) or call 1-800-829-3676 . 

There is no charge to print tax 

forms; the instructions cost 10 

cents per page to print.
